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Our Greek school is open to students of other communities as well as to 
those of the greater community.

The Greek School 
is the oldest educational program within the church. The school offers the 
youth of our community knowledge of the Greek language, a love for the 
Orthodox Faith, and an appreciation for the culture and history of the 
Greek people.

For I am a man under authority, with soldiers under me; and I say 
to one, 'Go,' and he goes, and to another, 'Come,' and he comes, and to 
my slave, 'Do this,' and he does it." When Jesus heard him, he marveled, 
and said to those who followed him, "Truly, I say to you, not even in Is-
rael have I found such faith.
